
Minutes from October 18, 2011 Parish Council Meeting

· A discussion about “The Norms for the Distribution and Reception of Holy Communion” was held.  Catholics have always been encouraged to receive both the Body and Blood of Christ from the 1st days of the church.  This is stated in the documents of Vatican II.        At St. Mary’s we will continue to receive Communion under both species, until we receive specific directions not to do so.

· Julie reported the 30th Steeple Chase was a great success.  This year our returns were doubled.  The Script sales continue to climb upwards.   Our school families are required to buy $1500 dollars yearly.  When the families buy $2000 or more they will get 25% off their tuition and when they purchase $7000, they can take 50% off the tuition.  

· There will be an Alumni/Parent Recognition Brunch on November 4th from 8:30 to 10:00.  It will be held in the school gym, with our 8th graders serving.   This will give our parishioners a chance to look over our wonderful new addition.  There will be a notice to our parishioners in the church bulletin.
