A discussion was held on the “Outline of New Life:”                                       

                                          Redefining Our Understanding of What a Parish Is”. 

We discussed our lack of up coming new priests and what a great concern this is for all Catholics.   Another concern is that our Bishops seem to ignoring this situation. Parish life as we have known it has changed.  Our priest population is aging, it was reported in 2009 that 70 percent of active diocesan priests were older than 55.  Without more priests, we have the concern of losing our access to the Eucharist.  

Julie reported that our first reconciliation was to be held November 16.  We had 17 children receiving first reconciliation.

Father Steve and Bob Craig are preparing for the New English translation that will be taking place during the Mass.  There will be new pamphlets placed in all of the pews to help the congregation with this transition. The new translation will begin on the first Sunday in Advent.  Bob encouraged all of us to attend Thanksgiving Eve Mass.  

Steve Ellis spoke with Andy about the boiler.  He reported Becker Boiler will inspect the school boiler. 

It was reported that our week of hosting the men’s shelter went very well. A total of 33 different men were checked in for the week.  The highest single night total was 25 men.  Out of the 33 men that stayed only 5 were came to the shelter last year.  There is a concern of having to turn men away when the weather really gets cold, because of overcrowding.
